Tools 4 Teens Program Description:  
This program is designed for boys and girls, 12-18 years of age. Each session identifies key issues 
facing teens today, coupled with problem-solving, healthy decision-making and positive goal-
setting. Each student will be given a clear message of hope and personal value. With this 
knowledge, it is our mission to empower students with the understanding that positive choices 
have positive consequences and poor choices have consequences that can have a life-changing 
impact. 

Set on a Christian foundation, the Tools 4 Teens program teaches life-skills and character 
education. Within this interactive program, your teen will learn information on current issues 
such as Peer Pressure, Substance Use/Consequences, Healthy Relationships, Bullying, 
Anger/Forgiveness, Self-Worth, Respect for Others, Sexual Purity and Internet Safety.   

The Tools 4 Teens One-On-One Program includes the creation of a personal scrapbook. 
Through our scrapbooking activity, your teen will create a book showcasing pictures of 
themselves, family and friends. Students are prompted to set positive goals and journal within 
their scrapbooks. This fine arts activity promotes positive self-reflection, fosters self-esteem and 
serves as a keepsake students reflect on through teen years.  Please have your teen bring 10-20 
photos of family and friends on the first day. 

Each student will receive a personalized copy of the Tools 4 Teens book, which contains ten 
images of your teen with their name embossed on the cover.  The information within the book 
will be presented to your teen throughout our one-on-one time and will serve as a powerful 
resource throughout teen years. Photos will be taken of your teen in the church garden but you 
will need to provide us with a disk of ten photos – 8 horizontal and 2 vertical. Please click this 
link to view the Tools 4 Teens book on our website.

Mentor Fee: As the founder of Tools 4 Life Books, author of Tools 4 Teens and creator of the 
Tools 4 Teens program, I am profoundly aware of the critical need of encouragement, guidance 
and love for our young people today. It truly takes a village. Many teenagers are blessed with 
loving parents who stand beside them, investing their heart and wisdom as they guide their teen 
through difficult years.  However, there are thousands of teens who sit in juvenile facilities (jail) 
without hope, purpose or parental guidance. Without help, most will likely be in and out of the 
justice system throughout adulthood. Our ultimate goal is to empower the lost with the 
confidence and the tools needed to break the generational cycle and chose a brand new path 
that God intended for them. To date, all of our graduates from our program have not re-
offended, resulting in true life change.   

The mentor fee will be structured as a donation to the Tools 4 Life Books ministry and we ask 
that you allow God to speak to your heart in this decision. Your donation will allow us to serve 
more teens in the juvenile justice system and/or scholarship at-risk teens in our community. We 
are a non-profit ministry and your donation will be tax-deductable.  

*We serve ten inmates at a time, for a period of 8 weeks. The cost to run a full program within 
Harris County is $2,500. This information is simply provided as a means to gauge our support 
needs. 

Once we have committed to dates for your teen, we will have you fill out our “Tell Us About Your 
Teen” form. You can mail that form to our office (or e-mail) along with your supply fee, $70. At 
the end of the one-on-one program, you will given an envelope of which to mail in your 
donation.
